 RULES & REGULATIONS 
 
I. USA HOCKEY REGISTRATION 

 
A) All teams, players and coaches must be USA Hockey registered.   

 
B) USA Hockey registration included with fee.  

 
 
II. LEVELS OF PLAY 
 

 Mite  8 & under  
 Squirt  10 & under  
 Pee Wee 12 & under  
 Bantam  14 & under  
 Midget  18 & under  
 

III. PLAYER ELIGIBILITY 
 

A) All players must be paid in full with the Flyers Skate Zone before participating in the league. 
 

B) Players cannot exceed the USA Hockey age requirements listed above. 
 

 
IV. GAME PLAY 
 

A) All games will be played to completion, NO CURFEWS.   
B) Periods: mite & squirt (mite line change horn every 1:30) 12-12-12 

Pee wee & bantam & Midget 13-13-13 
C) At any time if one team leads by 5 or more goals, the scorekeeper will not put any more goals except 

to keep the differential at 5 or less.  
 

 
 
V. PLAYER & TEAM RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

A) All players must wear HECC approved hockey equipment. Mouth guards are required for the peewee 
and bantam levels. 

 
B) Any player on team that damages Flyers Skate Zone property will be subject to ejection from the 

program. 
 

C) Teams should arrive a minimum of 45 minutes before the scheduled game time.  
 

D) Please check your locker room and make sure it is clean before you leave the rink. 
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A) Any player that receives four (5) penalties in one game will be ejected from that game and will be 
suspended for the next game. 

 
B) Any player receiving a game misconduct must sit out his next game. 

 
C) Any player receiving a match or gross misconduct will suspended until a hearing is held. 

 
D)       Upon ejection from the game, a player must proceed directly to their locker room to change. 
        
E)         Penalty Times: mite & squirt  1.5-minute minors 
       4-minute majors 
       7-minute misconducts 
 
 
    pee wee & bantam 2-minute minors 
       5-minute majors 
                 10-minute misconducts 

 
VII. UNIFORMS 
 

A) All players must wear their game jersey and socks during all league play. 
 

VIII. GOALIE EQUIPMENT 
 

A) Each Flyers Skate Zone can supply goalie equipment for mite & squirt level.  
 
B) The person picking up the equipment must take full responsibility for the equipment. Any 

lost or missing pieces of equipment must be replaced. 
 
C) NO GOALIE EQUIPMENT MAY BE TAKEN OUT OF THE SKATE ZONE. 
 
 
IX. OVERTIME 
 
A) If at the end of a playoff game one ten minute period of five on five hockey will be played. 
 
B) If there is still a tie after the first overtime a 5 on 5 shootout will occur with the visiting team 

shooting first. 
 
C)  If the game still has no winner a sudden death 5 on 5 shoot out will be played with the visiting 

team shooting first. 
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
